The Selle Francais

Three 
horses 

form the 

backbone of the Selle 

Francais sport horse: 
the 

thoroughbred Orange Peel 

and the Anglo-Normans Vas-

Y-Donc and Royal Chesnut. 

The influence of all three is
 

combined in the pedigree 

of Ibrahim, and they also 

appear in top Selle F
rançais 

pedigrees 
in a variety of 

other permutations. 

Vas-Y-Donc descended from a French trotter. C
onsequently, 

we have very sketchy pedigree in
formation available for him.

Royal Chesnut’s pedigree has clear jumping antecedents: a son 

of the thoroughbred Vieux Marcheur (1898) by Xaintrailles,

he was out of La Goulue by Prism. Going back a generation, 

Prism’s sire
 was Uncas, a leading ‘chaser si

re in the late 19th 

century, and Xantrailles w
as dam’s sire

 of Grosse M
ere, t

he 

winner of the 1907 Grand Steeple-Chase de Paris.

Son-in-Law

The influence of the thoroughbred Son-in-Law and his 

sire D
ark Ronald is unmistakable across all stu

dbooks, but 

requires a
 little

 explanation. After h
e was reti

red from racing 

at the age of four, Dark Ronald spent four seasons at stud in 

England, where h
e sire

d Son-in-Law, Ambassador IV, Brown 

Prince II a
nd Dark Legend. He was then purchased by the 

German state stu
d Graditz, 

where he was awarded the 

title o
f Germany’s champion 

sire fi
ve tim

es. 

Through his sons Prunus 

and Herold, Son-in-Law 

founded one of  Europe’s 

main stallion dynasties, 
and 

he is u
niversally regarded as 

the single most important 

influence 
on German 

thoroughbred pedigrees t
his 

century.

On the track, Son-in-Law 

was the source of arguably 

the greatest 
dynasty of 

stayers th
is century. 

So Dark Ronald’s influence on show-jumping pedigrees 

is two-fold: on the one hand through Son-in-Law in the 

international sphere, and on the other hand through his 

many German descendants who have been used in sport 

horse breeding. 

The Holsteiner

Holstein
 has the highest number of leading sires 

who are 

linebred to Dark Ronald and Son-in-Law. Examples are 

Cor de la Bryère, Landgraf I and Lord. Cor de la Bryère

With far fewer offspring than stallions, a mare’s chances of producing more than one A Grade are far smaller. 
Against the odds, some mares have done exactly that. Here’s our list. Thoroughbred mares names are in blue and 
Warmbloods in red. The mare’s name is followed by her pedigree (sire, dam and dam’s sire) and the names of her 
progeny who jumped at the top level.  We start with three truly exceptional mares.
